Cotton-Hurd Brook Woodland Preserve 
 

The Cotton Hurd Brook Woodland Preserve is located on Chestnut Cove Road in Alton, New Hampshire. 

It is a 103-acre parcel maintained by LRCT (Lakes Region Conservation Trust). The area includes well-

marked trails that cross two streams. One of these trails is the Brook Loop Trail. The Brook Loop Trail 

(blazed blue) is 1.4 miles long. Evans Loop Trail (blazed yellow) is 1.7 miles long. The area has many 

natural attractions such as rock caves, stone walls, shaded woodlands, brooks, and streams.
